1. Read Acts 9:1-19 & Acts 22:1-16. What details are 
different in the two accounts of Paul's conversion?   

2. Read the following verses: Matthew 13:18-19;              
1 Corinthians 2:14; & 2 Corinthians 4:3-4. What does it 
mean to be spiritually blind? Can a person come to Jesus 
without God's help?  



3. Describe how God removed the blindness from your 
eyes so that you could see Jesus and respond by placing 
your faith in Him.  

4. Despite his fear, Ananias obeyed God and spoke with 
Paul. Is there anyone in your life who you are reluctant 
to engage with? Will you trust God and obey Him in  
connecting with that person either to begin building a 
relationship or to initiate a spiritual conversation if you 
have already established a friendship?
